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Who does what is a 
question we get 
sometimes.  It is usually 
not that direct and often 
asked in a backward 
manner like “Why was she 

here and not you?”  So…. Here is a 
thumbnail sketch of what each of your 
pastors do.   

Pastor Fred does the majority of the 
preaching and preparation for the worship 
services.  Worship along with administration 
of the church take up the majority of his 
time.  The committees he oversees are 
Trustees, Finance, Stewardship, Staff Parish 
Relations Committee, Administrative 
Council, Worship and Church Growth and 
Care. 

The two biggest projects he is working 
on besides the above month to month and 
week to week administration of the office are 
our Writing the Next Chapter Campaign and 
Church Renewal.   

Pastor Alicia’s two major areas are 
Pastoral Care and Visitation along with 
children’s ministries.  She is the pastor who 
will most likely visit you in the hospital or a 
care facility.  She works with Stephen 
Ministry.  She also oversees our Children’s 
Ministries which include: Sunday school, 
Children’s Church, Kid’s Club and Children’s 
Choir. 

The committees she oversees are 
Children’s Ministries, Fine Arts, Missions, 
Special Needs, Family Life Council, 
Preschool Council & Stephen Ministry. 

Tonya Jones is in charge of our youth 
programs which include Sunday school, 
UMYF, Youth Bible Study, and Young 
Adults.  She works with her husband Scott 
with the Youth Choir.  She oversees the 
Youth Council. 

Scott Jones is the director of the 
children and youth choirs and is the director 
of our Praise Team. 

Now as to Memorial Services…  These 
are usually conducted by our Pastor’s.  At 
times lay persons conduct services.  The 
proper etiquette for services in Methodist 
churches is as follows.  The family of the 
decedent or the decedent before death 
selects which pastor they want to conduct 
the service.  If a pastor from a different 
church is requested the pastor in charge of 
our church needs to grant permission before 
an outside pastor is brought in to do the 
service.  This is a requirement of our book of 
Discipline. 

Once a pastor is selected they meet 
with the family to select hymns, scriptures 
etc. to be used in the memorial service.  A 
memorial service is actually a service of 
worship and the selection of all music etc. It 
must be emphasized that it is the family and 
the pastor that selects all elements of the 
memorial service including musicians.  It is 
the pastor in charge of the service that is 
ultimately responsible for all the elements of 
the service. 

It is the policy of Christ Church United 
Methodist that our organist play at the 
services conducted in our sanctuary.  Others 
can play that are requested by the family, 
but the final say is up to the pastor and 
organist as to who is going to represent the 
church and honor the life of the decedent.   

Memorial services are a celebration of a 
person’s life and faith and we try to conduct 
them in that manner.  The time of the 
service is sad enough with saying good bye 
to a loved one so we try to not dwell on the 
sadness but on the joy and hope of our faith 
that says one day we will be reunited with 
our loved one. 

Before the service begins a Stephen 
Minister along with the pastor meets with the 
family in room 17.  The pastor precedes the 
family into the sanctuary and sits the family 
in front of the pulpit.  After the service the 
pastor precedes the family out of the 
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sanctuary.  At times Pastor Alicia will follow 
the family because of her injured knee. 

During the service family members and 
friends are invited to speak.  This time of 
remembrance is either preceded or followed 
by a “Word of Grace”, a presentation of 
some aspect of the Gospel that was 
reflected in the person’s life and faith.  Some 
families do not want anyone else but the 
pastor to speak.  Others want everyone to 
speak.  Each service is different in that way 
and pastors follow the wishes of the family. 

Before or shortly after we meet with the 
family we suggest they gather together and 
remember their loved one with someone 
taking notes.  Individuals are also 
encouraged to write down their 
remembrances. The pastors use these as 
part of their Eulogy and Word of Grace, or 
the family member themselves use them.  
We always encourage the people to write 
down words, and stories that would help 
others grasp the essence of their loved one.  
We seek words and stories that celebrate a 
person’s life and faith. 

If there is a graveside or committal 
service it is very short.  It consists of the 
reading of some appropriate scripture, a 
committal, the Lord’s Prayer, a pastoral 
prayer and a benediction. 

In our church office there are pamphlets 
that describe the policies for having a loved 
one’s ashes placed in our Memorial Prayer 
Garden with a plaque installed on the wall. 

Once the service and reception are over 
the ministry of Christ Church does not end.  
The Stephen Ministry program sends out a 
regular mailing to survivors and the pastors 
remain available for counseling.

The bells play in worship at least once a month, usually on the second Sunday of each 
month.

The Lord God formed the man from the 

soil of the ground and breathed into his 
nostrils the breath of life, and the man 
became a living being.  

Life is but a series of breaths. Breath is 
life. We can live a long time without food, a 
couple of days without drinking, but life 
without breath is measured in minutes. 
Something so essential deserves our 
attention. Breath is the most important of all 
the bodily functions. 

Proper breathing is one of the most 
important things you can do for maintaining 
your health. There is a right way and a 
wrong way to breathe. Children breathe 
deeply, from their diaphragm. As we age, 
however, our breathing shifts to the chest 
and becomes shallower and more rapid. 
Deep breathing is best. 

According to the U.S. Government’s 
official website deep breathing is vital 
because it makes the lymphatic system work 
better.  What is the lymph system? Some 
people think of it as the body’s sewage 
system. Every cell in your body is 
surrounded by lymph. 

Blood is pumped from the heart through 
the arteries to the thin, porous capillaries.  
Blood caries nutrients and oxygen to the 
capillaries, where they are diffused into this 
fluid around the cells called lymph. 

The cells, having an intelligence or 
affinity for what they need, take nutrients 
and oxygen for their health and then excrete 
toxins, some of which go back into the 
capillaries. But dead cells, blood proteins, 
and other toxic material must be removed by 
the lymphatic system. And the lymphatic 
system is activated by deep breathing.   

As blood passes through the lymph, 
where dead cells and all other poisons 
except blood protein are destroyed and 

neutralized.  This is a vital function for if, for 
some reason the lymphatic system was shut 
down, one would die within 24 hours. 

As you can see deep breathing is vital to 
our living here is a simple deep breathing 
exercise you can use in your daily routine.  

You should breathe in this ratio:  
Inhale for 1 count. 
Hold for 4 counts. 
Exhale for 2 counts. 
Example: if you inhale for 4 seconds, 

you hold for 16 and exhale for 8. Do sets of 
10 breathes, 3 times a day spread out 
through the day. While staying within your 
comfort zone, progressively increase your 
seconds count to develop greater lung 
capacity. This is a tremendously beneficial 
practice for your health and it's free.
