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Last Sunday I 
preached on the parables 
of the yeast and mustard 
seed.  How something 
small and hidden grows 

large and tall in the Kingdom of God.  Within 
our congregation there is a program that has 
been small and hidden and is now about to 
grow large and tall.   This program is called 
our Writing the Next Chapter campaign.  
The next chapter is a reference that we 
together are writing the next chapter of Acts.  
The campaign is for capital improvement 
projects that you as a church selected and 
prioritized. 

At the end of 2007 about $20,000 came 
in to move us forward in this campaign.  We 
used about $5,000 of this to hire an architect 
to draw up some plans and make cost 
estimates of the project.  Early in 2008 the 
architect met with various committees, 
program groups and interested individuals to 
further refine the church’s vision for the 
capital improvements. 

In the near future you will get a letter 
and brochure delineating the various parts of 
the project that make up the whole 
campaign.  The campaign will be broken 
down into two three year phases.  It is our 
intention to complete priorities only when 
there is cash on hand to remodel or build.  
We intend to incur no debt.  

We have three important informational 
meetings coming up 

Tuesday August 26th at 7pm  
representatives from RSI will enlighten us as 
to what a Capital Campaign would entail 
here at Christ Church. 

Sunday September 21st  our architect 
will present the projects that you will see in 
the brochure at both worship services. 

After the second service we will have a 
luncheon Sunday October 19th  and then a 

church conference to decide whether or not 
we move forward with the campaign. 

Please make plans now to attend these 
meetings.   

A professional fund raiser such as RSI 
costs between 50,000 and 60,000 dollars.  
That is a lot of money!  But their job is going 
to be to help us raise $1,000,000.  My past 
experience is that churches that try to raise 
capital funds without a professional fund 
raiser only get 50% of what they are trying to 
raise.  RSI representatives will explain this 
and more on August 26th.  In the meantime 
the May Administrative Council voted that 
people who wanted to donate funds towards 
hiring a professional fund raiser could do so.  
These would be donations above and 
beyond normal giving.  We already have 
$15,000 on hand, which is a great start! 

So as you can see that yeast that is 
hidden, that mustard seed that was planted 
is starting to grow.  Get excited to see what 
God will do here at Christ Church in the 
heart of Tucson.

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Health is a priceless commodity.  

Therefore, it is wise if we do all in our power 
to protect health by the way we live.  
Nothing can be done about our inheritance, 
but we can do something about our lifestyle 
which does affect our health. 

We hear a lot about cholesterol, the 
good and the bad kind.  But what is 
cholesterol? 

Cholesterol, according to the Mayo 
Clinic, “is a waxy substance that’s found in 
all of your cells. It’s carried through your 
bloodstream attached to proteins.  These 
proteins are called lipoproteins.” 

The body needs cholesterol, but if more 
is present than is needed the extra gets into 
the blood stream and circulated throughout 
the body.  Overtime chemical change may 
take place, and then cholesterol becomes 
oxidized.  When this happens it is easier for 
these denser particles to start to build up in 
the blood vessels.  When this happens 
inflammation can occur.  The bad part is that 
plaque may form in the blood vessels which 
obstruct the blood flow.  This is call LDL or 
bad cholesterol. 

The good cholesterol is called HDL.  
The HDL acts as scavengers which pick up 
the excess cholesterol in the blood and take 
it back to the liver for disposal.   

According to the Mayo clinic there are 
things we can do which will both lower the 
bad cholesterol and increase the good.  
Here is a starter list. 

DON’T SMOKE.  Smoking lowers HDL 
and increases the bloods tendency to clot. 

WATCH YOUR WEIGHT.  Excess 
pounds harm HDL.  Losing even two pounds 
may increase your HDL.  

EXERCISE.  This may include walking, 
running, swimming, gardening, or anything 
that increases your heart rate. 

CHOOSE HEALTHIER FATS. We need 
fat; the brain needs fat, but not Trans fats as 
it raises LDL, and worsens inflammation 
effects.  Read the labels carefully. 
Monounsaturated and polyunsaturated fats 
tend to improve HDL’s anti-inflammatory 
abilities.  

ALCOHOL: Some studies have linked 
moderate use of alcohol as beneficial in 
raising HLD cholesterol.  However the 
benefits are not strong enough to 
recommend alcohol for anyone who doesn’t 
drink already.  If you do use alcohol then 
one drink a day for women, and one to two 
drinks a day for men.  

Thanks to the Mayo clinic for helping us 
understand a bit about cholesterol and how 
it works.
